The mnutes have been written in both Norwegian and Swedish, depending upon the
nationality of the recording officer. However in a number of instances, committee reports
appear transcribed in the native language of the committee chair, i.e. in Norwegian if the
chair was Norwegian even though the recording secretary is Swedish.

This is also what makes this organization of possible special interest and makes it

unusual, namely that it is an it8candinavian organization. It is actively recruiting and
serving beh Swedes and Norwegians. What is also of significant note is #hdtiBrvas

a male fraternal benevolent association that accepted women as equal members beginning
