SCOPE AND CONTENTS OF THE RECORDS

In 1923 the Minnesota War Records Commission pléd#/innesota in the Spanish-
American War and the Philippine Insurrection, by Franklin F. Holbrook. These files comprise
the first and final drafts of the narrative portiointhat history, supplemented by transcripts of
reports and orders, regimental chronologies, diaekground notes, and correspondence and
clippings regarding preparation and issuance ohisiery.

Although the final drafts largely duplicate thettex the published history, there are some
discrepancies. The other materials are not indudéhe published history.

Also present are a few minutes, financial notesgmss report, and miscellany (1903-1904)
of an earlier commission that made an abortivergitéo compile a similar history; and a report
and transcript of proceedings of a court martiaHafry A. Leonhaeuser, colonel of the 15th
Minnesota (1899).
