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KEEP vision

• The project will provide an enterprise-
wide, trustworthy, digital repository for 
government electronic records with 
enduring value for Kansas agencies. The 
digital repository will provide public 
access to authentic records to support e-
democracy, accountability and 
transparency in government.
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KEEP vision 2

• be built on national and international standards 

for trustworthy digital repositories;

• house authentic electronic records;

• capture those records as close to the moment of 
creation as possible;

• capture as much metadata automatically as 
possible;

• provide for future migration of the records to provide 
preservation and access over time;
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KEEP vision 3

• maintain the records in a secure environment;

• provide access to authorized users, with the ability to 
redact or restrict access based on statute or 
regulation;

• provide a method for the State Archivist to certify the 
authenticity of the records in the system;

• develop a fee based funding source help defray the 

cost of preserving authentic electronic records;

• improve the efficiency and cost effectiveness of 
access to authentic government records.
